Road Stories for Road Safety
LHSC supports new iDrive DVD geared towards 16-24 year olds

(LONDON, Ontario) –  Drivers aged 16-24 are four times more likely to be in a fatal crash while speeding and three times more likely to be in a fatal collision while drinking and driving. London Health Sciences Centre’s (LHSC) Trauma program is pleased to support a new effort to improve road safety, through the DVD iDrive: ROAD STORIES. 

The DVD features the latest information about new measures (provincial and federal) to address the issues of road safety, the risks and consequences of aggressive and unsafe driving and strategies for making better driver-related decisions.

The iDrive: ROAD STORIES DVD, developed by Ontario Students Against Impaired Driving(OSAID) and the Ontario Ministry of Transportation, will be released to media, students and others on Wednesday, June 3 at 1:15 p.m. at Banting Secondary School in London.

“LHSC’s Trauma Program is pleased to attend and support this DVD release.  We are dedicated to preventing injuries and death due to high risk behaviour, including drinking and driving, driver distraction and other road safety issues,” says Jane Harrington, Injury Prevention Educator. “The Traffic Injury Research Foundation identified teenagers as being at a high level of risk on our roads with 40% of all teenage fatalities resulting from road crashes.”
The Trauma Program has a long history of educating the youth of London and Middlesex County about the consequences of making poor choices. One such program is IMPACT (Impaired Minds Produce Actions Causing Trauma) presented to grade 11 students in London, highlighting high risk behaviour, poor choices and the prevention of injury.
